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Patient Advice Sheet

Your wound has been closed with INDERMIL® Tissue Adhesive.

The following points will help you to understand this proven
method of wound closure.

_ INDERMIL® Tissue Adhesive is a special medical adhesive which has been
designed to close wounds and cuts. It can be used instead of conventional
sutures and skin staples.

_ The surface of a wound which has been closed using INDERMIL®
Tissue Adhesive will look different to a wound which has been closed by
conventional sutures.

_ The adhesive has been applied to the surface of the skin of your wound
to hold the wound edges together.

_ The overall appearance can best be described as resembling a dry scab,
and should be treated like a scab — DO NOT PICK.

_ Excessive movement at the wound site should be avoided.

_ Do not apply any medications or cream to the wound, this may loosen
the adhesive film.

_ The wound site should be kept dry. You may occasionally and briefly
wet your wound, but do not shower or bathe during the first 48 hours.
Do not soak or scrub your wound in water for 7-10 days. After showering
or bathing, gently blot your wound dry with a soft towel.

_ Where there is the likelihood of abrasion, you may use a clean dry
water-resistant bandage, making sure to keep the tape off the INDERMIL®
adhesive film.

_ The adhesive will come away from the skin of its own accord within
about 10 days, just like a normal scab. By this time the wound should be
sufficiently healed.

_ Report any discomfort or other concerns regarding your wound to your
doctor.

_ The scar will take approximately 6 months to fade.
